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ABSTRACT 

This study intends to show how patriarchy marginalises women at different levels of their lives. It tries to explain 

how women endure submissive status in their own families, how matrimony appears to be a trap for them and how they 

face patriarchal literary prejudices as women writers. To substantiate this view, a few of poems of both Emily Dickinson 

and Kamala Dashave been analysed in detail. An analysis of these poets’ poems shows how they reject their mediocre 

status as women to arise as powerful female literary figures. It also tries to depict these poets as the envoys of women in 

liberating them from the obsolete principles of patriarchy.  
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
