Second, each level must have at least one areatiohan which it is autonomous. The latter reqoient must be
guaranteed by a written constitution, and dispbe&tsveen the two tiers are resolved by a singlegaddent judiciary. In
such case, all the states and the Centre haveotdlinate in the conditions of normal or specialiaitons. In India the
centrifugal (Centre strong) federalism or Centadestlisputes may or have lead to seceding issueson-competency of

state government may also lead to demand for siepstates etc.

granting independence to Jammu and Kashmir; rddgfithe existing boundary with some territorial wiment,
composition of constituent assembly, preparatiorcaistitution by Jammu & Kashmir in 19%*Non-acceptance and
abidance of the full proposals or agreements likien& pact, Tashkent agreement by both the nateshén status quo or
keeping the Line of Control the only viable solutim maintain the Indo-Pakistan relations.

Despite dNd many foreign
countries including the United States showed thgrests and suggestions to solve the Kashmir gsgaall of their
efforts were in vain and their suggestions provede abortive because none of them was wholly aabépto India and
Pakistan. However, India and Pakistan have expiessir interests to solve the protracted issuaniramicable way and
agreed to find a solution over the possession ashitar by means of holding bilateral negotiatidh®8esides this
regularlosses of lives and property can be seetherdaily basis, unknown invaders and terroristckers are frequent in
Jammu and Kashmir.

The conflict in Kashmir has cost dearly in termghf lives lost—26,226 lives have been lost in 88,Bcidents
of violence in the state between 1988 and 2000—ethHeslude civilians, security personnel as well ragitants.
One thousand six hundred & sixty-seven militandgtesl incidents were reported in the year 2006 483 lives were
claimed by these. But this is not the only losse Ehormous sense of insecurity that is experieirctte everyday lives of
people on account of conflict and the widespreasidmrights violations, particularly the misuse afmimu and Kashmir
Public Safety Act of 1978 has caused considerahkdration and hurt to the people of the state.dtedts of people had
gone missing in the state. As per official soureemtal of 3,744 persons had disappeared from 1®2002 and 135 of
them had been declared dead in June 2002. Theee 6lecomplaints of custodial disappearance ando®iplaints of
custodial killings from 1996 to 2002; the numbersvi® and 26 respectively during 2003-2006. Thewe ladso been fake

encounters and instances of rape and torture bgrthed forces and policé

Agricultural and pastoral communities have alsonbeported to be adversely affected on both siflésecborder
affecting both in India and Pakistan.

autonomy for the people of Kashmir.
Naxalism: A Threat to Internal Security

India’s Naxalite insurgency an uprising of armechgants in the West Bengal emerged in 1967 in Naxalb
The Naxalites claim this movement as to be the nudgeotection of poor peasants rights. They tandream and create
a classless societ§iln 2006 large parts of (160) of the country’s 60&tritts were affected by the Maoist movemént.
The recent data talks about the increase in a nuoflaffected areas from 160 to 223 of a total 4 @istricts. 20 out29
states are affected by Naxalism activities. HoweBénar, Jharkhand, West Bengal, Orissa, Chhattisgendhra Pradesh

and Maharashtra are the states with maximum aqgiére cases happenifd.

The Communist Party of India (CPI), first emerged1i920 in the Indian Subcontinent, carrying a Mstrxi
ideology, supporting the ideology of the Naxalitevament. The Naxalbari region of West Bengal isswhtegical
importance. It is located in the narrow Siliguririgdor that runs between the main portion of na#istern states in India
and its landmass, the corridor adjoins Sikkim (eyavhich lies Chinese Tibet), Bhutan in the nomangladesh
(formerly East Pakistan) in the east and Nepahénwest. Naxalism is presumed to be the rise obeement supported by

external powers and adjoining states to destaHifida (by promoting secessionist tendencfes)
Evolution of Naxalism

The Indian Communists met in Tashkent in 1920, whdsa was to introduce a communist revolutionnigid.
Finally, the Communist Party of India or CPl wamfied on December 26, 1925, at a conference in Kakjttar Pradesh.
In 1946, extension in mobilizing of the people wammnimous on the principle of armed struggle, ilagana, Andhra
Pradesh. This lasted around five years or so arsddeaoted as Telangana Uprising (1946-51) in histon October 21,
1951, USSR and India (the communist leaders), @edid terminate the whole movement. This wasistihe veins of the
followers which further lead to another peasantetmprising led by the Kisan Sabha, a peasantig fibthe CPI, took
place in Bengal called Tebhaga Uprising (1946).eAfsome time this movement died. The Indo-China (1862),
summoned the thoughts of the uprising to the sthghoice making as aCPI to whether support Indi€ltina (a socialist

country).

This tussle among the ideologies proposed sptiténparty, giving birth to CPI (Marxist) or CommanParty of
India (Marxist) at the Seventh Congress of the Omdld in Calcutta from October 31 to November 764.9
The CPI came to be known as pro-Soviet Party ardGRI (M) as the pro-Chinese party. The CPI (M)idkeat to
participate in the election. A group within the QfM), known as Dakshin Desh led by Kanhai Chat&ri@as highly
critical of the ‘revisionism’ of the Party. The Detkin Desh group propounded Mao’s thought based daraggarian
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revolution, instead of parliamentary democracy. ide&r, the CPI (M) started participating in eleciomhe United Left
Front led by the CPI (M) and People’s United Fredt by the CPI, both formed in December 1966, ctogether to form
a broad left front, called United Front, in WestnBal. On March 25, 1967, the United Front governnieaded by CPI

(M) formally came to power in West Bengal.

Kanu Sanyal led an armed peasant uprising, on Mayl267, and broke out at Naxalbari village in diifi
district of West Bengal called Naxalbari MovementHistory. This lead to spontaneous action by tmitdd Front
government led by the CPI (M), demanding a polickoa against the Naxalites, to maintain law andeorin the state
(West Bengal). A section of extremist cadres of €iel (M) demonstrated in front of the West Bengalsémbly,
protesting against the alleged anti-peasant stalicigs of the Government of West Bengal (June 2867).
Force full suppression of the movement and the nefnsrushing within72 days attained tremendous etipfrom the
‘communist revolutionaries’ belonging to the stateéts of the CPI (M). These revolutionaries orgadia conference in
Calcutta and formed the All India Coordination Coittee of Revolutionaries (AICCR) within the CPI (ktést), further

The sdoée of the
movement varies in different states. At some plaiteomprises of units of peasants and at someeplaf tribal. Some
are the fusion of both along with other marginalizections of society. In caste terms, the basbeomovement consists
of lower and intermediate castes of both Hindu et as Muslim communities.
