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ABSTRACT 

The Quit India Movement of 1942 has occupied a very important place in the history of India as well as Bengal in the 

history of the Indian National Freedom Movement. It is to be noted that many scholars and historians have written and 

researched a lot about the Quit India movement in general, but there has been little discussion of this movement in the field 

of regional or local history. I have proceeded here to write an essay on the spread and impact of the Quit India Movement 

on North Bengal in northern part of West Bengal. Before entering into this subject, it is necessary to shed some light on the 

word "uttarbanga". 
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
