Bastar region having very old and deep rooted handicraft traditions. Bell metal craft (Dhokara art/ Gadhwa art), Wrought
Iron art, terracotta art, bamboo art, tribal jewellery art, Cotton Fabrics and wood curving are typical of Bastar. All these
traditional handicrafts are described.
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
