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INTRODUCTION

There is a wide range of scientific issues reldtethe history of the Kazakh people and requirestaech and
study. The Kazakh land has always been famousrfitiabt and talented individuals including singesterytellers of the
Syrland. It is known that during the Soviet periodthey were called "nationalists",
"religious persons"”, "enemies of the people". Thusgideas of brilliant people were under erasirmgmf national
consciousness. Historical, cultural relics and nmoents of literature were nearly trampled. And throblems of

righteousness and patriotism in the works of theafig storytellers" are undoubtedly within thercle of these problems.

At present a rich material that is related to tegués of righteousness and patriotism in the wofksinger-
storytellers is collected and studied. However,saering the issues of spirituality and culturetle poets of zhyrau
works, the authors of scientific, journalistic altis examine oeuvre of these poets only as aitraditmusic school. From
a scientific point of view, the oeuvre of poet dfyrau can be considered as a source of nationalogg of the Kazakh

state and a reflection of the cultural, spirituahsciousness of our people.

in the poets of zhyrau works is a considerable t#dcience of our civilized state.

It is obvious that research in this area will op@mew possibilities for understanding the his@ritonsciousness
of our nomadic people. The life and activity of tBgrland singer-storytellers covered a period duthe colonial policy
of the tsarist Russia and at least a bloody pesioestablishment of the Soviet power. These wefficdit years in the

history of the Kazakh people.

Although the period of poets of zhyrau creativibincided with the overthrow of the tsarist and bksadment of
the Soviet chauvinistic policy, they raised questiof history, religion, society in their works heaintain the national
values of the people. Along with this, they refstthe age-old traditions and customs of our aocest their works. By
means of their creativity, poet-storytellers hatreiggled to make our nation not disappeared froenHistorical scene.

They have sown the seeds of love to the Kazakhlpeop

Turning to the creativity of T. Iztleuly and coneithg it from the point of view of the thematic aitiological
content, it can be noted that the poet truly réflelce realities of that time and is responsibtewfbat happens. In his work
T. lIztleuly shows a life of the people, social contradictisws;ial reality which is an indication that the paetcutely
aware of the social aesthetic essence of his padisypoems are multifaceted, meaningful and ingotrtthey reflect the
grief, sorrow and aspirations of the people. Thet o his writings condemns people who do not viantork and spend a

precious time without the use; and he makes fuazyf, envious people who seek easy profits andoeisvof others.

The poet seeks to warn young people away from theeple and from such human vices. Many of workghef
poet addressed to children and adolescents. Ymiém$ with admiration to poet's verses in whictpte@mnotes the norms

of relationship in human society.
In his poem "Kamyn oila khalkynnyn" ("Think aboutwyr people”) the poet writes:
"If you were born a brave man
Think about your people!

Following the tradition of the Eastern poetry, ledidves that poetry is the most affordable meareslotating the people.

The poet believes that the guilty ones that inetgdhere are disadvantages such as injusticeendgel indecision
is not a populace, and the educated, intelligersques, and more preciously their indecision andtioa.The situation
would change if the chains of illiteracy imposedtbe people by rapists and violent people have tiied from it by

honest, educated people.

Thus, the content of Turmagambet's poems reducaditogle thought - there is a need in honest aetta native
people. He sent all his talent to encourage youegple to education, fair service of his people.T® @& man in

understanding of Turmagambet is to be an educaitedljgent one, string along with his people.

Similar lines can be found at Karassakal Erimbetavthe poem "Karassan, zhaman adam bul zhurtt&"zho
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("This nation has no bad people") he writes: "lstegzbyrlygyn kylar maktan.

In this poem the poet writes about God by imag&bér dos' (friend indeed). The Kazakhs frequentlg the
phrases "Let God be support”, "Let God be yourangle". For example, in the works of Shakarim Kudaliyev the
poems "Zhar konili bir bolek", "Zhar zhibergen kezbkas" linked with the word "Zhar". All words "Ztiaare used as a
form of the word "Creator" (God) in Turmagambetteem "Zharymsyn zhar, dossynnan kashyktassan". Meligious

and philosophical works and thoughts of Erimbetdégbekuly are known to the people to this day.

New western motifs are manifested in the lineshef poet's work "Bul sozim gaibat emes critica" (§éhevords
are not my slander but criticism) as in the indimgc writings of similar oriental poetry. Deep thght, content, exact
comparisons, mysterious and wonderful words, wisd@figious instructions and teachings reflect &laad thoughts of
people and are stored in memory. This is a vergiapperson, deeply knowing the traditions and @onst of people with
the gift of eloquence, deep knowledge and who iaravef all aspects of the poet's life.His aitys ¢moumprovisation of

Along with poems the poet's creative heritage iefudozens of dastans(highly artistic work) andtsstories:

Evidence of the fact that he wasmaster of
religious promoting verses are the memories opthet's contemporaries that mark his temperameatémance of own

We will not be wrong if we say that all the Syrlagpaet-storytellers have a common feature: conneactfgoetry,

art of zhyrau and zhyr, the further developmerghyfrau poetry of the Kazakh people.

Poetry of zhyrau is the most ancient form of poaticin our opinion, "zhyrau" is a true Kazakh waqpeared a

long time ago. Word"Zhyrau" is found in the M. Kaslni dictionary of the 11th century.
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We compared the concepts of "zhyrau" and "zhyrsEyiyrau is a type of narrators appeared on theinist

stage in the Khan era. They affected the publicsmifl issues in their works, reflecting on thee faf people.
Art of zhyrau in the Syrland evolved in a specialywand has emerged as a special tradition.

There is a concept "poetry of zhyrau" in the Kazhtdrature but a combination "art of zhyrau" is msed.The

first one is seen as a literary and poetic phenomamd the second phrase - as a cultural and nhasiea

Zhyrshy is a later link of storytellers, a persdtyaperforming previously created works in an ditisnanner

according to their talents and abilities. Theyttfetk stories in their own way artistically forntiaiy them.

Renowned scientist T. Konyratbay said: "There sthcdug no differences between the concepts 'zhymd' a
‘zhyrshy'. According to modern Kazakh scientisthytau" is a great improviser, artist without tiag zhyrshy is a
professional prepared for execution in advance.l&\this point of view is somewhat entrenched, wence consider it as
a solution of a scientific problem, it's rather aywof conciliation and agreement. The root wohyt' and the affix - 'shy'

The Kazakh steppe does not differ by wealth ofimgitand drawing, but it is possible to note a hehitage in the

field of poetic words, stories, dastans, religiteechings.And zhyrau and zhyrshy made contributicheir promotion.

Poets-storytellers Balky Bazar, Kete Zhussip, Dung&@, Kanly Zhussip are masters of poetic art andh
zhyrshy. Among the well-known poets of the Syrlamd Nartay Bekezhanov who was different from teoperformers
by special school of playing on syrnai (accordioA)l. these poets-storytellers of the Syrland arewn for their

informative, instructive works filled with philosbfral ideas.

In the view of our famous countryman, writer Abzh&yssautov "originals of works of the Syrland stetiers
are lost. That which is performed now, is preseraad recorded on paper thanks to the efforts oKdynarbaev, K.
Kuanbaev, K. Nurmakhanov. This is natural thingceirthe manuscripts could be dilapidated under tgriand
execution.

Dastans and reflections of zhyrau is both a dista@nd a religious ceremony and a public gamethadnatch
in art. At the same time, it is a way of educating next generation. Analyzing the role of the pafethyrau in the life of
the Kazakh society scientists-culturologists T.&aband Zh. Altayev noted: "In the culture of theya-zhyrau nomadic
people were holistic personalities. They were nally goets, but also visionaries, speakers, coursefthilosophers,
judges, public figures.Therefore, philosophical anltural problems of our people folklore are naiivstudied.

understandable thing: the Kazakh philosophy is ubdang formed.

The main attention isvdrao the following provisions: getting rid of vieeeducation, learning
sciences, fostering the skills to work, religionlsiam, the Koran Book, the sayings of the Prophhekhammad.Orators,

The concepts of a "real man" taking place in thetipe of zhyrau is based on the concept of thefépeman”
stated by a prominent figure of the Central Asiaika Akhmet lassaui. The concepts of "perfect maal, man" are found
in the works of Abay. The poet determines what ribed person should be and what the levels of fammadf such a
person are. Of course, Abay understood that tleen® iperfect person, but he expressed the ide# loé 'oes not exist,

then at least we should strive to educate him".

Abay: Duty of a wise man is a faith, duty of a beér is worship. Not every intelligent man is wortf the title
of Man. There are a lot of similarities in the inragf a man in the works of Abay and Turmagambee Works of the
Syrland famous poet Turmagambet are an importamtribotion to the development of literature andytiave a value.
Following the examples of Abay and Ybyray he wascaded, and like Sultanmakhmut, Sabit, Saken andnBet he

served as the poet of his people and was in theof@ngalaxy of outstanding poets of the Kazakhpie=o

Reading the works of Abay and being under thdiuégmce, Turmagambet Iztleuov follows the ideashef great

Abay and serves his people like him. He believed the poet did not die, because his works willagnafter the death.

Creativity of Turmagambet is not a random phenomeitdhas common direction with the the Kazaktréitare.
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Although he follows the traditions of Abay, he shibnot be considered as a direct disciple of Abdgwever, in some
cases, especially when he speaks of love, huméotyesty, friendship, there is an imitation of #ige and manner of
Abay. For example, in the poem "Adam" (The Man)riagambet as Abay, talks about science and educatiadication

of ignorance, conceit and arrogance.

Abay compares the actions of a real man and a nmanissunworthy of respect. The quality of a man arthy of
respect is a laziness, the subordination of theortgj having no talent. The poet refers such pedpl“"cad" and "bad"
ones. They do not know what is an honest work, gmsnd time aimlessly, they do not believe in tiwht (God) and
believe in the fragility of the world. The cad Vs the opinion of the majority (whether it is rigit wrong) because he is
a coward.

The wise man keeps his spirituality which is a giften to him by God. The depth of thoughts makeeigon
reasonable and gives him a faith " [19.256-p].

Turmagambet in the poem "Adamdyk Is" (Business ahMsays:
Keibireu sal bakhytka mas bolady

Shabaktay shalpyldagan kairandagy.

Adamdyk issindi zhyrt ansap tursyn,

Ne kerek karnynnyn kur mailangany?!

Koniline:"Men de adammyn!" dep zhurgen kop

Kilegei maiga uksagan airandagy.

He condemns those people who see happiness inhweattety and believes that they are not worthsheftitle

of person. And these thoughts of the poet echevtitds of the poet Abay that people should get figreed, arrogance.

The poet says that such drawbacks as a selfloofif-peeking are not peculiar to a real man; thegadibe a

person who is lazy and indifferent to the wholehisworks Turmagambet denounces and ridicules paople.

He believes that the greedy, unfriendly peopledarggerous to human society: they make harm betheggose
an injustice. The main motive of many works of fheet is charity, a person's willingness to saaifitmself, to work

selflessly for the benefit of his people. In hiepts he chants such people.

The highest expression of humanity is a true fridaol unity, solidarity and support.And this rewedhe
aesthetics of Turmagambet's works. In verses ohs&@l Erimbet "Er indef" also sound thoughts that are similar to the
ideas of Abay:

Paryz ben uazhip, sunnet-er mindeti,
Imannyn, borzha kelse, kop kurmeti.
Esh pende bilip bolmaidy fani khaldi,

Ten bolgan kulli galamga kudireti!
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In these lines the poet expresses his thoughtshat & the duty of a real man. This is his spitityadepth of
thought and righteousness. The poets of the 20ttusecontinued and developed further the ideaocfaity sounding in
the works of Abay. "Stylistic features of the Kahdkerature originating from ancient times aref@kws: the basic idea
(keynote) is become equal to the developed cosntied peoples, artistic idea (pathos) is to leam drt, to get

knowledge.

The genesis of the Kazakh literature of the eaflthZentury is not limited to works of Abay; follers and
successors of a new cultural period have appeamiding to the internal laws of the literary pregeThe common "style
of the era" is identified. The driving force of shprocess were the historical events which haveldped in the early 20th
century: colonization, politicization, dilemma -linthe people of Kazakh society keep or disappaiad, how to keep it. As
a result of these reasons there was created aaluiéfiorm, the essence of which is that " to bee@nual to other people
through culture " [20.408].

The idea to become equal with other civilized nagidhrough culture, education, cognition of reafibunds in
the works of poets, storytellers of the Syrlandork¢ of akyns of zhyrau are a treasure of our pedplis no secret that
we could lose this invaluable treasure. Such aettagould happen in the fate of the Kazakh pedie. poetic art of our

people, singers-storytellers is a valor, an invial@avealth, a history of the Kazakh people.
SUMMARY/ CONCLUSIONS

The author refers to the creativity of the Syrlamer-storytellers which was not only forgotten banned over

a long period; there have been attempts to erasertames from the history and memory of the Kazaddple.

The author believes that the work of poets of zhyiga source of national ideology of the Kazakdtesand a
