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ABSTRACT

selected areas of Mysore District. The present study is based on primary data. The primary data were collected through
interview method.50 SHGs were randomly selected and then out of 50 SHGs, 100 members were selected through
stratified random sampling method for the field survey. The study concludes that there is lot more to improve in this
regard.
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
