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ABSTRACT

Sensory impairments are common among elderly, quéatily the vision and hearing limitations. Vision
impairment is a condition, where a visually impdiperson's eyesight cannot be corrected to a “riolewal”.

The results of
the study revealed that, majority of the resporgl¢®5%) were moderately hearing handicapped, 32 arof them did
not have hearing limitations and 3 % are signiftgahearing handicapped, while majority (72%) oé ttespondents had
severe vision problem because of cataract, glaucanthaging. Only 28 per cent respondents have palterision
