institutions (including professional associatioedycational institutions etc.).

The modern concept of plagiarism as immoral argirmlity as an ideal emerged in Europe only in 1g¥
century, particularly with the Romantic Movemenn the f' century, the use of the Latin word plagiarius
(literally “kidnapper”) to denote stealing someaise’s work was pioneered by the Roman poet Masihb complained
that another poet had “kidnapped his verses”. Biggia derivative of plagiarus, was introduced iBtwlish in 1601 by
dramatist Ben Jonson to describe someone guiliyeoéry theft. Plagiarism was introduced into Helglaround 1620. The
Latin plagiarius, “Kidnapper”, and plagium, “kidnaipg”, have the root plaga (“snare”, “net”), based the Indo-

European root “plak”, “to weave”.

No universally adopted definition of “Academic Pkagsm” exists, however, some definitions are there
exemplify the most common characteristics of acadepiagiarism. According to BelaGipp academic péaigm
encompasses- “The use of ideas, concepts, wordsrumtures without appropriately acknowledging sberce to benefit

in a setting where originality is expected.”
Furthermore, plagiarism is defined differently amanstitutions of higher learning and universities:

Stand ford sees plagiarism as the “use withouthgiveasonable and appropriate credit to or ackrdgihg the
author or source, of another person’s original wavkether such work is made up of code, formuldsas, language,
research, strategies, writing or other form.

Princeton perceives plagiarism as the “deliberateé of “someone else’s language, ideas, or othiginaf

material without acknowledging its source.”

e Cutting and Pasting from the Internet without Clear Acknowledgement: Information derived from the
internet must be adequately referenced and includdide bibliography. It is important to evaluatrefully all

material found on the internet, as it is less {jkiel have been through the same process of schqedr review
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as published sources.

» Paraphrasing: Paraphrasing the work of others by altering a fesvds and changing their order, or by closely
following the structure of their argument, is plggm if one do not give due acknowledgement toatthor
whose work one is using. A passing reference tootiginal author in one’s own text may not be erfgugne
must ensure that one do not create the misleadipgeission that the paraphrased wording or the sequef
ideas are entirely one’s own. It is better to weterief summary of the author’s overall argumenbine’s own
words, indicating that one is doing so, than taapbrase particular sections of his or her writifigis will ensure
one have a genuine grasp of the argument and waltlahe difficulty of paraphrasing without plagigzing. One

must also properly attribute all material what helwe derive from lectures.

In the
researches, duplicate publication generally referthe practice of submitting a paper with ideritioa near identical
content to more than one journal, without alertihg editors or readers to the existence of itdezgpublished version.
The new publication may be exactly the same oedifihly slightly from the original by, for exampdbanges to the title,
abstract, and /or order of the authors. Paper®septing instances of duplicate publication is alsosidered fraud and

carries far more serious consequences than plaigigpart of a paper.

A general principle underlying ethical writing iset notion that the written work of an author ba ithanuscript
for a magazine or scientific journal, a researchepasubmitted for a course, or a grant proposamiitdd to a funding
agency, represents an implicit contract betweenatidor of that work and his/her readers. Acconginthe reader
assumes that the author is the sole originatohefaritten work and that any material, text, datadeas borrowed from
others is clearly identified as such by establiseetolarly conventions, such as footnotes, blocklented text and

guotations marks. The reader also assumes thafaiination conveyed therein is accurately represgbto the best of the
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author’s abilities. In sum, as Kolin (2015) poimtst, “ Ethical writing is clear accurate, fair, ahdnest”(p.29) and its

promotion conveys to readers a commitment to etpiectice in other aspects of the author’s work.

» An ethical writer always acknowledges the contiitng of others to his/her work.

* Any verbatim text taken from another source mustehelosed in quotation marks and be accompanied by

citation to indicate its origin.

«  When we summarize others’ work, we use our own wdodcondense and convey others’ contributions in a

shorter version of the original.

» When paraphrasing others’ work, not only must we agr own words, but we must also use our own stiotd

structure.
» Whether we are paraphrasing or summarizing we atustys identify the source of our information.

* When paraphrasing and/or summarizing others’ wogkmust ensure that we are reproducing the exaatingea

of the other author’s ideas or facts and that weedaing so using our own words and sentence staictu

* In order to be able to make the types of subsfamiifications to the original text that result & proper
paraphrase, one must have a thorough command datigelage and a good understanding of the ideas and
terminology being used.

* When in doubt as to whether a concept or factisrmon knowledge, provide a citation

disseminated in some significant manner must gldadicate to editors and readers the nature ofptleeious

dissemination.

» Authors of complex studies should need the advieipusly put forth by Angell and Relman (1989).tiie
results of a single complex study are presenteal ‘ashesive’ single whole, they should not be piaried into
individual papers. Furthermore, if there is any lotoas to whether a paper submitted for publicatepresents
fragmented data; authors should enclose other paper consideration (Kassirer and Angell, 199%nil&rly
old data that has been merely augmented with additidata points and that is subsequently presexsteinew

study is an equally serious ethical breach.

» Because some instances of plagiarism, self-plagarand even some writing practices that mightretlse be
acceptable can constitute copyright infringemeuthars are strongly encouraged to become familigr basic

elements of copyright law.

» Where there are some situations where text reaqydian acceptable practice, it may not be soheragituations.
Authors are urged to adhere to the spirit of ethigiting and avoid reusing their own previouslybtished text
unless it is done in a manner consistent with stehgcholarly conventions (e.g. by using of quotatiand

proper paraphrasing)
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The references used in a paper should only beethwst are directly related to its contents. Theritional
inclusion of references of questionable relevammeplirposes of manipulating a journal's or a papéripact

factor or a paper’s chances of acceptance is arcaptable practice.
