Two-WayOMA& with 3x2
factorial design was used to analyze the data. he\seeTest of Homogeneity of Variance was also edptd test the
assumption of homogeneity of variance for ANOVAwds found that there exists a significant effeceducational
aspiration and gender on mathematics achievemerseobndary school students. However, no significaigraction
effect of educational aspiration and gender schwea$ found. Teachers should provide personal atiardnd also proper

guidance to the students with low mathematics aefment to utilize their energies in the right dtren.
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
